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Cheat Sheet on 
Canberra Ultra-Radic Monitors
1) Install Alkaline Batteries.
A) Ensure unit is off. Depress ON/OFF key.

B) Open battery door, insert 4 “AAA” batteries. Pay attention to polarity.
2) Start-up / confidence test.
A) Press and hold the ON/OFF key until the display appears. The Rate Mode display appears and the word RATE shown upper left.

B) Press and hold the CLR/TEST key until the test display is shown. A set of numbers will display in sequence.

C) During the CLR/TEST sequence of numbers test, press the RATE key. Audio alarms, Rate LED flashes, and unit vibrates.

D) Press Dose key. Audio alarms, Dose LED flashes, unit vibrates.

E) A blinking “9” = tests passed. A blinking “0” indicates a failure.

F) Press CLR/TEST key to return to Rate Mode or wait 10 seconds.

G) Press the Light key. The display should illuminate for 5 seconds.

3) Reset Dose.

A) Press and hold the Dose and CLR/TEST keys. The display will flash for 3 seconds, then re-zero.
4) Record Unit for records.
A) Assign unit to member / group. Record S/N of unit and member name(s). 
B) Record readings on an exposure record form prior to commencement of duties.
C) UNIT CAN NOT BE GIVEN (shared) WITH ANOTHER MEMBER, until the dose received by member / group has been recorded. 
D) Repeat step 3 and 4 if unit is reassigned.

5) Shutdown
A) Press Dose key.
B) Record ending reading on exposure record form. 
C) Press and hold ON/OFF key.
D) Remove batteries.
